Total non-GAAPrevenue consistsof GAAP revenue as reported and Eclipsys revenue for periods priorto the August 24, 2010 consummationof the
2010 merger with Eclipsys (2010 Merger) and adds back the acquisition-relateddeferred revenue adjustmentbookedfor GAAP purposes. Total
non-GAAP gross profit consists of GAAP gross profit as reported and Eclipsys gross profit for periods prior to the consummationof the 2010
Merger and adds back the acquisition-relateddeferredrevenue adjustmentbookedfor GAAP purposes.Total non-GAAP operating income consists
of GAAP operating income as reportedand Eclipsys operating income for periods prior to the consummationof the 2010 Merger and adds back
the acquisition-relateddeferred revenueadjustmentbooked for GAAP purposes and excludesacquisition-relatedamortization,stock-based
compensationexpense and transaction-relatede xpenses.Non-GAAP net incomeconsists of GAAP net income as reportedand includesEclipsysnet
income for periods prior to the consummationof the 2010 Merger, excludes acquisition-relatedamortization stock-based compensatione xpense
and transaction-relatedexpenses, adds back the acquisition-relateddeferredrevenue,in each case net of any related tax effects. Non-GAAPnet
income also includes a tax rate alignmentadjustment.

Management also believesthat non-GAAP revenue,gross profit, operating income and net income and non-GAAP net incomeon a per share basis
provide useful supplementalinformationto managementand investorsregarding the underlying performance of the Company's business operations
and facilitates comparisonsof the separate 2010 pre-merger results of legacy Allscripts and legacy Eclipsysto that of the Company's 2010 post-
merger results. Acquisitionaccounting adjustmentsmade in accordance with GAAP can make it difficultto make meaningfulcomparisonsof the
underlyingoperationsof the business withoutconsidering the non-GAAP adjustmentsthat we have provided and discussed herein. Management also
uses this informationinternally for forecastingand budgeting as it believesthatthe measure is indicativeof the Company'score operating results. In
addition,the Company uses non-GAAP revenue,operatingincome and/ornet income to measure achievementunder the Company'sstock and cash
incentivecompensationplans. Note however,that non-GAAP revenue,gross profit, operatingincome and net income and non-GAAPnet incomeon
a per share basis are performance measuresonly, and they do not provide any measure of the Company'scash flow or liquidity.Non-GAAP
financial measures are not in accordance with,or an alternativefor, measures of financial performance prepared in accordance with GAAP and
may be different from non-GAAP measuresused by other companies.Non-GAAP measureshave limitationsin that they do not reflect all of the
amounts associated with Allscripts results of operationsas determinedin accordance with GAAP. Investorsand potentialinvestorsare encouraged to
review the reconciliationof non-GAAP financial measures with GAAP financial measures containedwithin the attachedcondensedconsolidated
financial statements.
